Year is Right for your Small

one this year? Did you know you can choose the tax year you 
intend to operate under? Choose well, because there are pros 
and cons for either method. 
  
A tax year is an accounting period for which you must report 
your taxable income and business expenses, and the law 
requires you to operate according to a consistent tax year.

Nanotechnology Can Increase 
Buildings' Energy Efficiency 

  
Heat loss through factory windows, walls, and ceilings can add 
thousands of dollars to building heating and cooling costs. 
 According to the U.S. Department of Energy, in 2010, buildings 
consumed 41% of U.S. energy, mostly as space heating, air 
conditioning, and lighting.
