Bikeway Master Plan

Coallins shared that the Bicycle Advisory Committee (BAC) have completed the Bikeway Master
Plan of general routes. The committee has put together a route map, adopted a sign package
and is working on the placements of the signs.

The route system is not necessarily a path systems, it is how you get from point A to B whether
it is on or off street. The route systems consist of streets that don’t have bike facilities at all (for
experienced cyclist only), local subdivision street routes and off street paths. BAC is proposing
an on street bike lanes and also shared lanes (Sharrows). The idea behind the route plan is as
Engineer and/or the Parks budget allows for improvements these routes there is already
identified route system.

The next step is for the Parks Board to make a recommendation to Planning Commission.
